Rotan ISD ensures that:

· elementary school students engage in physical activity of at least 30 minutes per school day as required by state law,
· junior high school students engage in physical activity of at least 30 minutes daily for 4 semesters, and

· access to food and/or drink vending machines follows the guidelines as set forth by the state.
Rotan ISD assesses the physical fitness of each student in grades 3-12.  The results are maintained by the District.  Parents may obtain the results of the fitness assessment for their children by contacting the campus principal of their child’s school.
